Kerry Tribe

Dead Star Light

Filmmaker Kerry Tribe presents her first major exhibition in Europe at Arnolfini this summer. Tribe's large-scale projects in film, video and sound form an ongoing investigation into memory, subjectivity and doubt. The exhibition features both new and existing works. Dead Star Light consists of three new works related to questions of personal and historical memory: Parnassius Mnemosyne, Milton Torres Sees a Ghost and The Last Soviet. Each takes shape using different technology - 16mm film, reel-to-reel audio, and low-fi video - and tries to structurally engage with its material in innovative and considered ways.


The exhibition forms part of the 3 Series in collaboration with Camden Arts Centre, London, and Modern Art Oxford.

Fun With Software

David Link, Erik Thiele, Christoph Haag, Martin Rumori, Franziska Windisch & Ludwig Zeller, Shulgin/Laskin, Harwood, Jodi, and the RunMe archive.

Fun with Software looks at the history of software, and its relation to humour and fun. Making and using software can be experimental, humorous, and eventful. Alongside today's rather dull use of forms, databases, schedules and processors, an element of fun has informed and guided the development of software from its beginnings. A good example of this is Love Letter Generator, conceived in the 1950s by one of the first programmers, Christopher Strachey, working with Alan Turing at Manchester University on one of the first computers, and reconstructed in this exhibition by David Link. This exhibition follows the development of software over the last 50 years through playful experimentation and art.

Fun with Software has been curated by Olga Goriunova, Senior Lecturer in Media Practices at London Metropolitan University.

Coal Fired Computer &Tantalum Memorial

Media artists YoHa (Matsuko Yokokoji and Graham Harwood) present their Coal Fired Computer. This recent work responds to the displacement of coal production to emerging economic superpowers like India and China after the UK miners' strike in the 80s. Coal Fired Computer also reflects on the complexities of our global fossil fuel reliance as well as the histories of labour and industrialisation. Alongside this is Tantalum Memorial, produced by Harwood, Wright & Yokokoji. This work is a telephony-based memorial to the people who have died as a result of the coltan wars in the Congo.

Heath Bunting: Status Project

Heath Bunting's Status Project looks at contemporary understandings of class systems for human beings and their management. He has produced a significant number of maps of influence as well as personal portraits that look at networks of influence and mobility; and are representations of self in terms of their relationship to the UK system. Bunting considers our identity as something that is constructed, and believes that there are three main levels that determine class status today. The exhibition will display a number of status maps available for viewing. Heath Bunting lives and works in Bristol.

The characters are stripped of their divinity and mythological veneer to expose them as people with bodies, hearts and minds like ours, forced to face questions of duty, responsibility and fate.

Through four fragments that explore the complex nuances of desire, Seeta Patel takes us within the fantasy of the sacred female. She explores the path taken by the classical heroine, yearning for a physical consummation that will unravel into heights of sublimity. Through 18th century musical scores the dancer challenges our perception of time, defining herself as a contemporary 'instrument' that channels the love poems of the past, making them live in the present.

In this reinterpretation, Cunningham's fingers trace out the letters of articles or essays about his work. The piece uses custom 3D software to, in Merce's words, "make any point on the stage equally interesting" and expresses the inadequacy of words to capture dance.
